Tzofim Tzabar Goals

Tzabar Scouts in North America (The Friends of Israel Scouts) is a non-profit
organization that provides an active framework for Israeli teens. Its goals are:

P> To strengthen Israeli, Jewish, Zionist identity while keeping in touch with Israeli
culture.

P> To provide children a gathering place to where they can preserve the Hebrew
language, Jewish heritage and interact with peers who share their heritage.

P> To develop life-long friendships, a sense of belonging and self-esteem.
P> To prepare for leadership within the Scouts movement and in society.

P To provide tools to the older Scouts to help them deal with the question of
returning to Israel.
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THE PROGRAM

Tzofim Tzabar emphasizes social and moral development. The program helps young
people to develop physically, intellectually and socially through age-specific activities
including simulation games, discussions, projects, camping trips, ceremonies, holiday
celebrations, music, sports - and lots of fun. A central element of the Scouting program
is that is a youth-led movement. The veteran Scouts, ages 15-18, are the counselors
for younger members, ages 8-14. The pinnacle of the program is for young people
to experience the responsibility and leadership of guiding others.

There is an activity held every Sunday. Dressed in uniform, all the Scouts arrive and
participate in a flag ceremony. The counselors then take their respective group for a
planned two-hour activity. After the younger Scouts’ activity is over, the older Scouts
stay for two more hours for their own activity, run by senior counselors who are special
emissaries from the Scouts Council in Israel.
